
We are very excited to start our Cabin Club Loyalty Program on
July 1st. We’ve been looking into programs for over a year, and
made it a 2024 goal to pick one out! We’ve finished our training
sessions, committed to a contract with the company and are
ready to begin. 

Starting on July 1st, when we ask you for your phone number
or email address at check out, you will automatically accrue
points on your account. Earn 1 point for every $1 spent. After 6
visits, you will earn 5% store credit to be used on your next
purchase. This equates to 20 points = $1 store credit. Store
credit can be used on anything you’d like, in-store only. 

Don’t know how many points you have earned? We can look it
up at check out for you. Additionally, by providing your email
address to our system, we will 
occasionally send you an email
with your point total so you 
know when you are close to 
being able to redeem your 
credit! This type of program 
is called a “6-box program”, 
where you fill out a “box” each 
time you shop, and after your 
card is full you are able to 
redeem your point. Instead of sorting through thousands of
cards, we are usually a digital format of it. In our version, a
“box” is considered a day of shopping. So, if you were to shop
multiple times in one day, that total would all go into one box. 

After your first in store point redemption (visit number 7), you’ll
also receive the highly coveted buffalo plaid Cabin Creations
tote bag. This bag can be used during certain events
throughout the year for extra savings, a free gift or other
special things. We announce these via email and social media. 
It may seem a little complicated, but we promise it is easy for
you to participate. It’s our way of saying thank you for your
loyalty to our small business. In a world with infinite options,
your choice to support us does not go unrecognized, and now
we can thank you more formally.
