Phillips WinterFest
INGREDIENTS:
Pizza Dough and flour
Cooking Spray
1 Tbsp Cornmeal
1/2 cup Shredded Smoked Gouda
1.5 cups Sliced Tomatoes
2 tsp Olive Oil
2 Garlic Cloves (minced)
1/2 tsp Black Pepper
2 Tbsp thinly Sliced Basil
Other toppings of choice

DIRECTIONS:

1. Preheat the oven to 450°
2. Roll the dough into a 12-inch
circle on sprinkled flour surface. 
3. Place the dough on a baking
sheet that's been sprayed with
cooking spray
4. Form a rim on the dough with
your fingers. 
5. Bake at 450° for 5 minutes. 
6. Sprinkle Cheese over Pizza
Crust (you can add pizza sauce if
wanted) 
7. Arrange the tomato slices over
the cheese. (add any additional
toppings you may want - keep out
any fresh herbs) 
8. Combine oil and garlic, sprinkle
over tomatoes. Top with pepper! 
9. Bake at 450° for 15 minutes or
lightly brown. 
10. Top with basic & enjoy!
